• New Route: Now operating in Morristown via
Morristown Station, Morris Street &
Headquarters Plaza, in Morris Plains via
Speedwell Avenue (Morris Plains Station) and
Tabor Road (Rte. 53), in Parsippany via NJ Rte.
10, in Victory Gardens & Dover via South Salem
Street, East Blackwell Street (Dover Station),
then the same routing between Morris Street in
Dover, the County College of Morris in
Randolph, to and from the Ledgewood Mall in
Roxbury.

• Better timed connections with selected NJ
TRANSIT Morris & Essex trains at Dover Station
during the AM peak and early afternoon for
students traveling to/from the County College
of Morris in Randolph. New direct service for
County College of Morris students and
employees traveling between the Randolph and
Morristown-Headquarters Plaza campuses.
